A study was undertaken of the village and surrounding area so that features of the
village could be incorporatedto their development. Vistas have been considered and
the proposal includes a central green open space and corner plots overlooking the green.
Traditional elevations are proposed. 54@fopen space is required under the outline
application and it9 proposed that this will include 5 pieces of play equipment.
Sustainability habeen considered.he water table in the area is high which poses a
challenge. Permeable paving and -gubund features are proposed as well as
insulation andhigh-performancevindows to exceed building regulatory standards.

The proposal has been under design f8months. A planning application is expected
in the next 68 weeks after surveys and reports have been prepared.

Deborah Roberts advised that the village hall had applied for a SCDC grant for LED
lighting. A stop has been applied on such funding frofhNay, however as the
village hall application was made on thé"28ay this should still be considered.

Infrastructure Report by Caroline llott

Caroline llott advised that she had spoken to the owner of the wall at the Burlington
Press that is in need of repair. The owner plans to speak to County Council Highways
regarding his options, in particular the possibility of lowering the wall to improve
traffic visibility, and will keep the Parish Council updated with his ideas and plans.

It was noted that consideration would need to be given to the war memorial if it is a
listed monument.

A meeting ha been scheduledith Mr Laughin from County CountHighways in
July following the pothole repair proposed for the village. It was noted that Mr
Laughin will be leaving County Council Highways in September.

Caroline llott, Peter Tye and Geoff Barnes had walked around the village to identify
where thesewers and storm drains run in order to highlight any outstanding issues to
Mr Laughin in July.
